The Holy Place (altar area behind the iconostasis) is called that for a reason. Please
give it the respect that it deserves. If one has no real assigned responsibility in the
liturgical service, there is no reason why anyone should enter it at will.

Recently, the marble Altar Plate, preserved from the 2nd church on Broad St, CF, has
been re-located to the wooden canopy with the open Scripture on the right front in-
ner wall of the church. It contains Holy Relics of the Saints enclosed. Placed there for
veneration, lit candles are on either side of it. Please respect it properly.

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PLANNING - Perhaps, for whatever reason, things were never taught or never learned. Perhaps, we have never heard it
before.

BLESSINGS - As was mentioned in an earlier homily, our Byzantine Church has many blessings for different occasions
and activities. Such blessings include Blessing of Rings, Removal of Crowns & Blessing of Icons, Blessing of homes and
business, Crosses, Medals, other religious items, and Traveler's Blessing. Anyone can request such blessings by notifying
your priest.

MYSTERY OF HOLY UNCTION (OIL) - Anyone ill in the hospital or at home or anticipating surgery, and wishing to be
anointed, please call the rectory. In Byzantine theology, this is not considered as "Last Rites" but rather, strength for
healing.

NECESSARY PREPARATION MANUALS & RELATED MATERIALS are available for intended Churching a child, Baptisms,
Engagement Ring Blessings, Marriages & Funerals. We all have a need & obligation to learn more and grow in our

Christian life. Please reach out to Fr. John for details.

CLERGY VISITS -We would be happy to visit those of our parish who are ill in hospitals/homes or those homebound. We
offer the Anointing of the Sick or the Holy Eucharist for them. However, this assumes that someone from the family will

call the church office and alert us to that situation and/or wish.

ONE BAPTISM

Why do we confess “one baptism™ Scripture uses the phrase
“one baptism™ as a reminder that the entire Church is
under one Lord, with the same faith, and the same baptism
which means that we all must work to preserve the Church’s
unity (Ephesians 4:1-6). St. John Damascene offers yet another
reason why the Creed refers to one baptism:

to the whole creation. The one who has faith and is baptized will be saved” (Mark
16:15-16). Through faith and baptism we are welcomed into the people of God
and our sins are forgiven. But the importance of baptism extends
beyond merely wiping away the guilt of our past transgressions. As
we often sing in the Divine Liturgy, "All of you who have been baptized
into Christ have put on Christ” (from Galatians
are joined to Christ in His death and resurrection so that “we may
walk in newness of life” (Romans 6:4). In baptism and chrismation we
enter into the very life of God, receiving the Spirit so that we pray to
God as Father, just as Jesus did (Galatians 4:6). Baptism sets us on
the path of salvation, as Jesus told Nicodemus, “Unless a person be
born of water and Spirit, he cannot enter the Kingdom of God” (John
3:5). Just as Noah and his family were saved through water in the
Ark, “baptism now saves you” (1 Peter 3:21).

We are buried together with the Lord through
baptism, as the divine Apostle says (Romans 6). Therefore,
just as the death of the Lord was completed once and for
all, so also it necessary to baptized only once™ (Expositio fidei).

The Holy Sacrament of Confession (Reconciliation) is available
before and after the Divine Liturgy or by appointment.

If there is reasonable time for the priest to be available and if the faithful come on time, this Holy Mystery
(Sacrament) is offered to all. However, let us understand that if someone arrives too close to the time of the
Liturgy and requests Confession, the priest might not be able to accommodate everyone. This request may
delay the "Prothesis" (preparation of the bread & wine), vesting of the priest, beginning of the scheduled Lit-
urgy, which then would delay the start of Sunday School & also adults who have parish commitments.
